1/2 Million Plus Pounds of Potatoes
Delivered to Area Food Pantries

Beginning in the spring of 2003 the Gateway
Central District UMM began receiving potatoes
from The Society of St. Andrews gleaning pro-
gram. We are able to get the potatoes just for
the cost of paying the driver and the diesel.
Each semi trailer load contains between 40-45
thousand Ibs. of potatoes

Salem UMM have been part of this program
from the start. We have contributed $300.00 a
year to offset the cost and have provided the
Circle of Concern with approximately one thou-
sand pounds of potatoes twice a year, or over
10,000 Ibs total at no cost to the Circle.

This springs potato drop put us over the one
half million mark in potatoes that have been
delivered in the last five years. This would
have a retail value of over $3,000,000 at $5.85
per ten pound bag. The program will continue
in 2009.
